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You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its salfiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything, except to be thrown out
and frampled underfoot. “You are the light of the world. A town built on a hill cannot be hidden. Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl.
Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives light fo everyone in the house. In the same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your good

deeds and glorify your Father in heaven. Matfthew 5:13-16





NEW CONSTITUTION AND ZIMBABWEAN GODLY MORALITY
A Constitution has been understood to be the supreme legal document that establishes a nation state, confers rights, defines a nation’s value system, and creates administrative structures through which a nation is governed. 

In the case of Zimbabwe, the question is about the effect of the new Constitution on Zimbabwe’s largely Godly morality. 

It has been noted, and accurately so, that the new Zimbabwean Constitution has got one of the broadest and most comprehensive Bill of Rights in the whole world. It is the Bill of Rights in part which defines issues of morality. 

HOMOSEXUALITY  
The new Constitution clearly accommodates homosexuality and same sex unions when it provides that every person who has attained the age of eighteen years has the right to found a family. Much as people of the same sex cannot legally marry, they can found a family under such arrangements as civil unions, partnerships and contracts as is the case in many countries where same sex marriage is not available, but alternative arrangements to marriage. The right to privacy, human dignity, equality before the law, non-discrimination, freedom of association and other related provisions in the new Constitution are all capable of being interpreted as to accommodate homosexuality and same sex relationships, unions, and “marriages”.

ABORTION

The new Constitution does not of itself specifically protect the right to life for unborn children, but leaves that to Parliament to decide. There are express provisions in the new Constitution however that can be interpreted and have been interpreted to allow abortion on demand. The right to bodily and psychological integrity, which includes the right to make decisions concerning reproduction, the right to reproductive health care services, the right to privacy, freedom of conscience, right to life and other related provisions can all be interpreted to allow permissive abortion.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION IN PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS  
The new Constitution does not extend any right to religious entities to give religious instruction or teachings at public or State owned institutions. That right to provide religious instruction and education is only restricted to institutions established by religious communities, for example private Christian schools. The right to minister to schoolchildren as the Scripture Union has been doing is not given or guaranteed in the new Constitution.

PORNOGRAPHY 
The new Constitution has got provisions that can be interpreted to accommodate and even promote pornography. The right to freedom of expression, which includes artistic expression, has been interpreted to include pornographic material, especially that involving adults, as a form of artistic expression.

CHURCH  ABILITY TO PREACH AGAINST CERTAIN CONDUCT TAKEN AWAY
The ability of the church to preach against conducts such as homosexuality may be taken under laws prohibiting hate speech, if it is indeed true, as we have said above, that such conduct is accommodated in the new Constitution. The new Constitution clearly stipulates that the right to freedom of expression does not include the preaching of hate speech. In many Western countries, preaching against homosexuality is regarded as hate speech, a criminal offence that can lead to arrest and imprisonment.

VALUE SYSTEM OF THE NEW CONSTITUTION
The new Constitution says that the values that underlie a democratic society based on openness, justice, human dignity, equality and freedom must be promoted in its interpretation. What these values and principles are is not defined. A look at the prevailing values and principles in other democratic countries clearly shows the promotion and accommodation of ungodly and secular values that are meant to work against and disadvantage the church.  

LAND REFORM
The provisions of the new Constitution are also not clear on whether the land reform program is reversible or irreversible.   

CONCLUSION

The proposed recommendations suggest ways through which some of the abovementioned loopholes in the new Constitution can be corrected.  
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
